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Blue Future is a national organizing program run out of the Youth Progressive 

Action Catalyst, the largest progressive, youth-led, political action committee 

in America. This year we had a salient opportunity and responsibility to 

protect our democracy, and because of young people, we made it happen.   
 

Over the last four years, we have trained and mobilized hundreds of diverse 

youth leaders to become skillful community and political organizers. In the 

process, we have helped elect 60+ Democrats at the local, state, and federal 

levels by turbocharging campaigns with the trained volunteer talent they need 

to reach voters & win — at no cost to the campaign. This year, we put over 

$175,000 directly in the pockets of youth organizers working on 15 different 

state and federal campaigns in competitive states. In addition to this, we 

launched our Youth Power Fund grant program, Generation Run candidate 

training program, and the GOTVax COVID-19 Vaccine Equity campaign. 
 

2022 was a defining moment for our democracy. Young people across the 

country went to the polls and stopped a Red Wave. And as history has shown, 

relying on their resilience, energy, and brilliance, young people are leading the 

way to a bright, Blue Future. This impact report shines a light on the efforts of 

youth organizers who worked with Blue Future to ensure our basic civil 

liberties are preserved and protected.   



In 2022, we moved $175,000 into the pockets of young people through 

our Organize for Democracy Leadership Program. In this program, young 

people were trained on the principles of field organizing and broader 

leadership development skills. This program was a leadership 

development training opportunity for young people to engage in 

progressive political campaigns. Our youth organizers engaged 

thousands of voters, especially young voters, in key battleground states 

as part of our immersive organizing training program. 

In partnership with the Grassroots Democrats HQ, Blue Future 

organizers worked on 15 campaigns to mobilize youth voters.

Blue Future’s Youth Power Fund seeks to support youth-led 

organizations by providing grant funding, leadership coaching, and 

a community of fellow organizers. This year we moved $30,000 into 

the pockets of local youth organizers via small grants to youth-led 

organizations in Georgia, Iowa, Michigan, Pennsylvania, Ohio, & 

Texas. We are now sustaining a leadership learning community of 

local youth leaders to share best practices, strengthen their 

leadership and expand our collective impact.

Generation Run 

This fall, Blue Future launched the second annual 

Generation Run program, an 8-week-long training program 

designed to teach young people the ins and outs of 

campaigning while supporting campaigns on the ground.

GOTVax 

In partnership with GOTVax, Blue Future hired 

and trained over a dozen youth organizers of 

color to leverage proven electoral and organizing 

strategies to ensure vaccine equity with the 

COVID-19 vaccine. Blue Future played an 

important role in one of the most aggressive 

vaccine outreach campaigns to ensure Black, 

Brown, and immigrant communities got 

vaccinated.  

 

In total, we talked to 21, 268 community 

members and texted 247, 365 people about 

vaccine resources. 



Executive Director Fellowship  
Launched in the summer of 2022, Blue Future’s Executive Director Fellowship 

was a six-month program for two leaders to serve as Executive Directors while 

participating in expert-led, community-focused leadership training and 

coaching on a variety of topics. Some topics we focused on were strategic 

planning, strength assessments, conflict resolution, civil resistance, second 

order thinking, critical race theory, and organizational behavior. To continue 

fulfilling our core mission of developing progressive political leadership, we 

intend to continue this fellowship in the future! 

 

Stride: Organize With Purpose Podcast 
Launched in 2021, the Stride Podcast showcases diverse and young change-

makers who are making a difference in local, state, and national progressive 

politics. This year, 22 youth organizers joined us to share their stories. You 

can listen on Apple Podcasts and Spotify!  

 

Alumni Membership and Recruitment Program  
This year, Blue Future invested in alumni engagement. We developed an 

alumni membership program, where recent alumni and current organizers 

will have access to  monthly leadership training and professional coaching 

sessions. They will also be offered service opportunities to give back to Blue 

Future through mentorship, leadership training, and fundraising.  

 

We created our first alumni chapter in the Greater Washington, D.C. area. 

These chapters will be a space for young alumni to come together to network, 

meet the organizers they have been working with virtually for years and 

create a community among young people working within the progressive 

movement in Washington D.C. We plan on expanding chapters to New York 

City, Los Angeles, San Francisco, and Chicago in the new year!
